The first day of class begins a little early (5:30 AM – 9:00 PM) in order to take care of any last minutes adjustments.  The class consists of instruction on firearms (including hands on exercises), outdoor safety, hunter responsibility and wildlife management.  It is expected that all students read and study the Hunter Education Instruction Manual and complete all of the review exercises prior to arrival.  You can also take the practice exams online if you like.

Hard copy manuals will be available upon request during class.  A written test will be given following all the instruction sessions.  A passing grade is answering at least 60 of 75 questions correctly.  The questions are either multiple choice or true/false.

The classroom instruction will start promptly at 6 PM the rest of the week.  Snacks and beverages will be available for purchase.

There are 5 classroom sessions with the final Saturday session being held at the Spokane Rifle Club (7:15 – 11:30 AM) with each student completing the field course and shooting trap with a shotgun of their choice.  The Council will provide all of the necessary equipment (firearms, ammunition, eye and ear protection).  Use of personal equipment during class is not allowed.  Directions and other details will be provided following the exam on Friday.  To successfully complete this course students must attend and pass all activities on all days.  This includes maintaining a positive attitude.

Students are not considered registered for this class until all registration information has been electronically entered and the class fee of $10 (non refundable) is received.
